NOTE TO THE LEADER:


It will become apparent as you prepare this lesson that you will not be able to cover all the material in one session. SCRIPTURE:


(2 Samuel 7:18-19 NIV)  Then King David went in and sat before the LORD, and he said: "Who am I, O Sovereign LORD, and what is my family, that you have brought me this far? {19} And as if this were not enough in your sight, O Sovereign LORD, you have also spoken about the future of the house of your servant. Is this your usual way of dealing with man, O Sovereign LORD?


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	The preceding lesson was taken from the first 17 verses in this chapter. What did God promise David in those verses?





�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	David separates God's blessing and promise into two areas in vs.18 and 19.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What does he credit God for doing in v.18?


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	How does v.19 differ from v.18? (18 addresses David's past and present blessings; 19 addresses the future.)


	�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	Is there a point of significance in these two verses for us? Consider the equivalent of v.18 in our life. Do we always remember to thank God for the things He has done for us to this point?


	�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	Many of us would do well to thank God for that much. David not only thanks Him for his life to that point, he thanks God for His future promises to him.





	�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	Could the following be true? The reason we don't thank God for future promises to us is that we aren't 	aware of any promises He has made to us?


	�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	Has God given us promises for the future?





(2 Samuel 7:20-24 NIV)  "What more can David say to you? For you know your servant, O Sovereign LORD. {21} For the sake of your word and according to your will, you have done this great thing and made it known to your servant. {22} "How great you are, O Sovereign LORD! There is no one like you, and there is no God but you, as we have heard with our own ears. {23} And who is like your people Israel--the one nation on earth that God went out to redeem as a people for himself, and to make a name for himself, and to perform great and awesome wonders by driving out nations and their gods from before your people, whom you redeemed from Egypt? {24} You have established your people Israel as your very own forever, and you, O LORD, have become their God.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	The opening questions addressed an issue of the integrity of a person making a promise. David demonstrated great confidence that God could and would keep His promise. Even if we become familiar with God's promises to us, we will not trust they are true if we don't have a personal basis for confidence in God. What basis do you see in vs.20-24 for David's confidence? 





�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	v.20. "For you know your servant, O Sovereign Lord." David's use of the word Sovereign meant that he believed God possessed supreme power which enabled Him to know everything about David. How many people know everything about you?





�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	v.21. "...for the sake of your word..." David believed God would keep His word. We want to be able to trust people to keep their word when they tell us they will do something. Not too long ago, it was a high tribute to refer to someone as A man of his word. Do we believe God is a (God) of His Word?





�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	v.21. "...and according to your will..." David knew God well enough to know the blessings God had given him to this point as well as the future promise were very consistent with God's character, i.e., His will. Many of us question God's promises for our future because we really don't know very much about God's character. Perhaps we need to get to know God more and more in order to trust more in His promises.





�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	v.22. "...How great you are..." David must have been thoroughly convinced of this at this point. God catapulted him vocationally from poor shepherd boy to King, enabled him to kill a lion and a bear with his hands, gave him the strength and courage beyond his years to fight an enemy giant one-on-one to the death, guided and comforted him through countless attempts on his life; the list is lengthy. David credits every one of these accomplishments to God, not himself. David's words, "How great you are, O Sovereign Lord! There is no one like you, and there is no God but you" is not a tribute that David struggled to verbalize.





Vs.23,24. "And who is like your people Israel (to have a God who would) ...perform great and awesome wonders", and "You have established your people Israel as your very own forever, and you, O Lord, have become their God." God did perform some awesome feats bringing the Israelites out of Egypt. The Plagues. Parting of the Red Sea. Feeding over 3,000,000 people daily in a desert more than 40 years. Driving out the inhabitants of Canaan to make room for the Israelites. David had a healthy understanding that he didn't have a corner on God's blessings. He understood God's blessings for him in a much bigger context that included others. If we are not careful, we could become proud of any special privileges we think are only ours because we lose sight of the size of God's family. David accepted his personal blessings humbly, in light of the bigger picture.





	


David's basis of confidence in God's ability to keep a promise was well founded. Do we have a basis for our confidence in God's ability to keep His promises to us?





�
(2 Samuel 7:25-27 NIV)  "And now, LORD God, keep forever the promise you have made concerning your servant and his house. Do as you promised, {26} so that your name will be great forever. Then men will say, 'The LORD Almighty is God over Israel!' And the house of your servant David will be established before you. {27} "O LORD Almighty, God of Israel, you have revealed this to your servant, saying, 'I will build a house for you.' So your servant has found courage to offer you this prayer.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	How is verse 25 an expression of David's confidence in God? What does David say is needed to express this level of confidence in God? (Courage) 





�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	Verse 26. What does David think will be the end result of God keeping this promise? (God's name will be great forever.) Do we understand this to be the reason why God will keep His promise to us or do we hope that our name will be great?





(2 Samuel 7:28 NIV)  O Sovereign LORD, you are God! Your words are trustworthy, and you have promised these good things to your servant.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	Verse 28. David closes his prayer with a final comment on his trust in God and His words. What does he say to God?


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	Do we believe God is Sovereign and that His words are trustworthy?

II. TABLE TIME.





QUESTION: What is an example of an "oft-broken" promise?





SCRIPTURE:





(1 Kings 8:54-56 NIV)  When Solomon had finished all these prayers and supplications to the LORD, he rose from before the altar of the LORD, where he had been kneeling with his hands spread out toward heaven. {55} He stood and blessed the whole assembly of Israel in a loud voice, saying: {56} "Praise be to the LORD, who has given rest to his people Israel just as he promised. Not one word has failed of all the good promises he gave through his servant Moses.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What knowledge did Solomon, David's son, have concerning God's promises and His ability to keep them?


	(Don't miss the opportunity to consider the impact David had on his son's beliefs about God and the impact we have on our children today in the same regard. We are kidding ourselves if we think our children aren't looking closely at us to determine who they will become and what they will believe. The question we should ask is "Will they trust God more or less because of what they see in us?".)





(Romans 4:20-25 NIV)  Yet he did not waver through unbelief regarding the promise of God, but was strengthened in his faith and gave glory to God, {21} being fully persuaded that God had power to do what he had promised. {22} This is why "it was credited to him as righteousness." {23} The words "it was credited to him" were written not for him alone, {24} but also for us, to whom God will credit righteousness--for us who believe in him who raised Jesus our Lord from the dead. {25} He was delivered over to death for our sins and was raised to life for our justification.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	Relative to God's promise, what does v.20 tell us Abraham did not do? (Waver through unbelief.)


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What does v.20 say was the result of his not wavering? (He was strengthened in his faith.)	 	


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What does v.21 tell us Abraham believed? (He was fully persuaded God had power to do what he had promised.)


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What resulted from Abraham's belief according to v.22? (It was credited to him as righteousness.)


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	How do vs.23-25 tell us this same issue of belief in God's promises relates to us? (We can also be credited as righteousness if we believe in him who raised Jesus from the dead.)





�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	Are you fully persuaded God has the power to do what He promised? Have you been credited as righteousness?





	GOD HAS GIVEN US MANY PROMISES IN SCRIPTURE. WE WILL INVESTIGATE SOME OF THEM. LOOK AT EACH AND ASK YOURSELF IF YOU ARE FULLY PERSUADED GOD HAS THE POWER TO DO WHAT HE PROMISED.





GOD'S PROMISES TO THOSE WHO SEEK HIM. 





(Deuteronomy 4:29 NIV)  But if from there you seek the LORD your God, you will find him if you look for him with all your heart and with all your soul.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What is the promise for someone who is seeking God?


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	How should the seeker search?

(2 Chronicles 7:14 NIV)  if my people, who are called by my name, will humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, then will I hear from heaven and will forgive their sin and will heal their land.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	God lists 4 things seekers should do. What are they?


	1.	Humble themselves


	2.	Pray


	3.	Seek God


	4.	Turn from wicked ways

	1.    Hear them


	2.	Forgive their sin

(Jeremiah 29:11-13 NIV)  For I know the plans I have for you," declares the LORD, "plans to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future. {12} Then you will call upon me and come and pray to me, and I will listen to you. {13} You will seek me and find me when you seek me with all your heart.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	Each verse contains a promise. List each one.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What are the conditions necessary for the seekers in vs. 12,13 to receive God's promise?





(Hebrews 11:6 NIV)  And without faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to him must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who earnestly seek him.

GOD'S PROMISES FOR SPIRITUAL FULFILLMENT, ENLIGHTENMENT, AND SERVICE


	(These promises are for everyone, regardless of where they are in their spiritual development. Some may think these apply only to a person at the point of salvation; we need God's promises in all three areas as long as we live on this earth.)





(John 6:35 NIV)  Then Jesus declared, "I am the bread of life. He who comes to me will never go hungry, and he who believes in me will never be thirsty.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What does Jesus promise to do for our spiritual hunger and thirst?


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What does He say we need to do? (Come to Him.)	





(John 12:46 NIV)  I have come into the world as a light, so that no one who believes in me should stay in darkness.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What does Jesus promise to do about our spiritual darkness?


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	Although it is not stated, what do you think we need to do? (Recognize we are in darkness and have a desire to leave it for the enlightenment from Jesus Christ.)





(John 14:12 NIV)  I tell you the truth, anyone who has faith in me will do what I have been doing. He will do even greater things than these, because I am going to the Father.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	Jesus not only wants to satisfy our parched spirit and shed light on our walks in the dark, he promises to help us do something. What is it? 


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What is required of us to do greater things than Him? (Have faith in Him.)








�
GOD'S PROMISE WHEN WE FACE DIFFICULT TIMES.


(Psalms 34:15-19 NIV)  The eyes of the LORD are on the righteous and his ears are attentive to their cry; {16} the face of the LORD is against those who do evil, to cut off the memory of them from the earth. {17} The righteous cry out, and the LORD hears them; he delivers them from all their troubles. {18} The LORD is close to the brokenhearted and saves those who are crushed in spirit. {19} A righteous man may have many troubles, but the LORD delivers him from them all;


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What does God promise us when we are troubled, brokenhearted,  and crushed in spirit?


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	 What must we do? (Cry out to Him.)


	NOTE: The Bible is saturated with countless references to God's promises to us in difficulty. Refer to the lesson, A DIFFICULT SITUATION, for a more complete list of references.








	REGARDLESS OF WHO WE ARE OR WHERE WE ARE ON OUR SPIRITUAL JOURNEY, WE ARE LIKELY TO EXPERIENCE BEING "DISTANT" FROM GOD. WHAT IS THE CAUSE AND WHAT DOES HE PROMISE US IN THESE TIMES?


(1 John 1:8-10 NIV)  If we claim to be without sin, we deceive ourselves and the truth is not in us. {9} If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness. {10} If we claim we have not sinned, we make him out to be a liar and his word has no place in our lives.





(Acts 3:19 NIV)  Repent, then, and turn to God, so that your sins may be wiped out, that times of refreshing may come from the Lord,





(Joel 2:12-13 NIV)  'Even now,' declares the LORD, 'return to me with all your heart, with fasting and weeping and mourning.' {13} Rend your heart and not your garments. Return to the LORD your God, for he is gracious and compassionate, slow to anger and abounding in love, and he relents from sending calamity.





(Jeremiah 3:22 NIV)  "Return, faithless people; I will cure you of backsliding." "Yes, we will come to you, for you are the LORD our God.

GOD'S PROMISE TO ALL WHO READ HIS WORD AND PRACTICE WHAT IT SAYS.


(Luke 6:46-49 NIV)  "Why do you call me, 'Lord, Lord,' and do not do what I say? {47} I will show you what he is like who comes to me and hears my words and puts them into practice. {48} He is like a man building a house, who dug down deep and laid the foundation on rock. When a flood came, the torrent struck that house but could not shake it, because it was well built. {49} But the one who hears my words and does not put them into practice is like a man who built a house on the ground without a foundation. The moment the torrent struck that house, it collapsed and its destruction was complete."





(James 1:21-25 NIV)  Therefore, get rid of all moral filth and the evil that is so prevalent and humbly accept the word planted in you, which can save you. {22} Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it says. {23} Anyone who listens to the word but does not do what it says is like a man who looks at his face in a mirror {24} and, after looking at himself, goes away and immediately forgets what he looks like. {25} But the man who looks intently into the perfect law that gives freedom, and continues to do this, not forgetting what he has heard, but doing it--he will be blessed in what he does.

GOD'S PROMISE TO THOSE WHO HAVE FAITH.


(Mark 9:23 NIV)  "'If you can'?" said Jesus. "Everything is possible for him who believes."


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	How much is possible and for whom is it possible?





(Mark 11:22-25 NIV)  "Have faith in God," Jesus answered. {23} "I tell you the truth, if anyone says to this mountain, 'Go, throw yourself into the sea,' and does not doubt in his heart but believes that what he says will happen, it will be done for him. {24} Therefore I tell you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you have received it, and it will be yours. {25} And when you stand praying, if you hold anything against anyone, forgive him, so that your Father in heaven may forgive you your sins."

�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What does v.25 tell us about the context of Jesus' promise about our faith? (Forgiving others.)


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What is required of us? (Ask, believe...and forgive.)





(Luke 17:6 NIV)  He replied, "If you have faith as small as a mustard seed, you can say to this mulberry tree, 'Be uprooted and planted in the sea,' and it will obey you.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	The disciples asked Jesus to "increase our faith" in v.5. What do verses 3 and 4 tell us they needed more faith  to do? (Forgive people who sin against them.)


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	Can you relate to their need?


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What is the promise in v.6? (It doesn't take much; the implication is that our problem is lack of effort to forgive, not lack of God-given ability to do so.)








GOD'S PROMISE TO THOSE WHO ARE GENEROUS.


(Proverbs 11:24-28 NIV)  One man gives freely, yet gains even more; another withholds unduly, but comes to poverty. {25} A generous man will prosper; he who refreshes others will himself be refreshed. {26} People curse the man who hoards grain, but blessing crowns him who is willing to sell. {27} He who seeks good finds goodwill, but evil comes to him who searches for it. {28} Whoever trusts in his riches will fall, but the righteous will thrive like a green leaf.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What is promised to the generous person?





(Luke 6:38 NIV)  Give, and it will be given to you. A good measure, pressed down, shaken together and running over, will be poured into your lap. For with the measure you use, it will be measured to you."


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What is the variable in this promise? (Receiving is in proportion to giving.)





(2 Corinthians 9:6-11 NIV)  Remember this: Whoever sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and whoever sows generously will also reap generously. {7} Each man should give what he has decided in his heart to give, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver. {8} And God is able to make all grace abound to you, so that in all things at all times, having all that you need, you will abound in every good work. {9} As it is written: "He has scattered abroad his gifts to the poor; his righteousness endures forever." {10} Now he who supplies seed to the sower and bread for food will also supply and increase your store of seed and will enlarge the harvest of your righteousness. {11} You will be made rich in every way so that you can be generous on every occasion, and through us your generosity will result in thanksgiving to God.

�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What does v.7 tell us about the proper motivation for being generous?





(Matthew 6:1-4 NIV)  "Be careful not to do your 'acts of righteousness' before men, to be seen by them. If you do, you will have no reward from your Father in heaven. {2} "So when you give to the needy, do not announce it with trumpets, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and on the streets, to be honored by men. I tell you the truth, they have received their reward in full. {3} But when you give to the needy, do not let your left hand know what your right hand is doing, {4} so that your giving may be in secret. Then your Father, who sees what is done in secret, will reward you.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What does a generous person look like? (Invisible!)


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	If their generosity isn't seen, won't they miss out on their due recognition? What does v.4 say?





(Psalms 37:21,25,26 NIV)  The wicked borrow and do not repay, but the righteous give generously; 


{25} I was young and now I am old, yet I have never seen the righteous forsaken or their children begging bread. {26} They are always generous and lend freely; their children will be blessed.


�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	What is the promise for the generous person?





SOME OTHER PROMISES:


WHAT PROMISES DOES GOD MAKE IN EACH OF THE FOLLOWING VERSES?





(Psalms 30:5 NIV)  For his anger lasts only a moment, but his favor lasts a lifetime; weeping may remain for a night, but rejoicing comes in the morning.





(Romans 8:28 NIV)  And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to his purpose.





(2 Corinthians 12:9 NIV)  But he said to me, "My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weakness." Therefore I will boast all the more gladly about my weaknesses, so that Christ's power may rest on me.





(Psalms 37:3-6 NIV)  Trust in the LORD and do good; dwell in the land and enjoy safe pasture. {4} Delight yourself in the LORD and he will give you the desires of your heart. {5} Commit your way to the LORD; trust in him and he will do this: {6} He will make your righteousness shine like the dawn, the justice of your cause like the noonday sun.


(Psalms 37:9 NIV)  For evil men will be cut off, but those who hope in the LORD will inherit the land.


(Psalms 37:11 NIV)  But the meek will inherit the land and enjoy great peace.


(Psalms 37:16-19 NIV)  Better the little that the righteous have than the wealth of many wicked; {17} for the power of the wicked will be broken, but the LORD upholds the righteous. {18} The days of the blameless are known to the LORD, and their inheritance will endure forever. {19} In times of disaster they will not wither; in days of famine they will enjoy plenty.


(Psalms 37:23-24 NIV)  If the LORD delights in a man's way, he makes his steps firm; {24} though he stumble, he will not fall, for the LORD upholds him with his hand.





(John 1:12 NIV)  Yet to all who received him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God--





(1 John 2:25 NIV)  And this is what he promised us--even eternal life.





(Isaiah 66:2 NIV)  Has not my hand made all these things, and so they came into being?" declares the LORD. "This is the one I esteem: he who is humble and contrite in spirit, and trembles at my word.





(Luke 14:11 NIV)  For everyone who exalts himself will be humbled, and he who humbles himself will be exalted."





BOTTOM LINE:

�SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h�	Consistently, we can see in each promise that we activate God's promises with our knowledge of His character, our knowledge of His promises, and our belief in His ability to keep them.
