After the dialogue, write a verbatim report of the conversation (as close as you can, 6-7 pages) followed by an evaluation of your presentation (3-4 pages).  Due two weeks after the class is over. 


3.  Pick a topic in the field of apologetics and write a ten page research paper on that topic.  Clear the topic and the primary sources with the instructor by session five.  Turn in the paper four weeks after the class is over.
